Art Mellinger’s death on January 19 prompted me
to recall a scene from September 2010. The members of
the Ephrata Pioneer Fire Company surprised Art with a
birthday party to celebrate his 95th year. They gathered in
the community Room at Ephrata Manor. Seated at the
head table with Art was John Sprecher who was also in
his nineties. John died in 2011, but seated together that
night were two men who, over the years, had given so
much of themselves to the community of Ephrata. Now
Art has died as well.

With the deaths of men like Art and John as well
as the countless others of that generation who so self-
lessly served country and community, we slip ever closer
to a deep, dark abyss. We have lost such a spirit of com-
munity over the years that we struggle to see any sense of
connectedness among us. We all suffer a loss where this
trend continues to grow.

Listening to the political rhetoric revolving around
the 2012 presidential campaign, we continue to ignore the
needs of the greater community for individual needs and
wants. Sadly the tragic lessons of recent years where indi-
vidual greed brought us to the brink of world financial
collapse have had little impact. The only way for this
economy and this nation to be revived is through a re-
newed sense of community, everyone striving for what
benefits all people.

I don’t know what gave birth to such a community
spirit in either John or Art. Both had done most of their

service long before I arrived in town, but I do know that
both were also men of significant faith. Despite much of
what is proclaimed today in the name of Christ, God has
always called his people into fellowship with and for one
another. Jesus did not die on the cross for himself nor just
for me. His death was a sacrifice for the sins of all. His
death accomplished the salvation of all people. In his
ministry, Jesus reached out to all, but most clearly to
those that society wanted to forget. His life of uncondi-
tional grace and service must stand as an example and as
a challenge for us!

As I have mourned the deaths of John and Art
and countless others like them, I also celebrate their work
for the well-being of their beloved communities. Whether
they knew it or not, through their efforts, God’s will was
done. May God give birth to a new sense of community
among us, a sense of community that embraces all people.

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Stewardship Special Giving for February:
Habitat for Humanity

O Habitat

for Humanity

For the month of February,
Holy Trinity’s Special Giving
designated organization is
Lancaster Area Habitat for Humanity.

The vision of Lancaster Area Habitat for Human-
ity is to eliminate substandard housing and homelessness
in Lancaster County. The mission is Habitat for Human-
ity works in partnership with God and people every-
where, from all walks of life to develop communities
with people in need by building and renovating houses,
so that there are decent houses and decent communities
in which every person can experience God’s love and can
live and grow into all that God intends. Lancaster Area
Habitat for Humanity is a non-denominational Christian
housing ministry working with local families in need to
provide decent, affordable housing in the city and county
of Lancaster. We build new houses and renovate old
ones, then sell them at no profit, with a 0% interest mort-
gage to eligible families, who have each contributed 500
hours of “sweat equity”’- time spent hard at work on their
own homes or on a future neighbor’s home, on tasks such
as framing, hanging drywall, painting, electrical work,
and landscaping. Habitat houses are built efficiently with
standardized materials and plans. Significant savings
occur from using volunteer labor and donated materials
whenever possible. This low cost community approach
to construction provides safe, affordable homes for fami-
lies with incomes too low to qualify for conventional
mortgages and FHA loans.

Families enroll through an application process
held semi-annually. Applications are reviewed and fami-
lies are selected by a volunteer panel. Criteria include
housing and economic needs, willingness to partner with
Habitat to work 500 hours, and ability to pay a monthly
mortgage payment.

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A barrier to self-sufficiency is employment and in Lan-
caster county, a lack of a vehicle is a barrier to employ-
ment for many people.
